If needed., hav the air condicionina serviced by a qualifted technician, using me refrigerant R-12 in older systems or R-134A 
in new or modified air conditioners. Do not use non-approved substitute refrig rants. 

* Em rg ncy Kjt -- Because even properly maintained vehicles can break down, AAA Minneapolis advises m wrists 
to equip th ir vehicle with an emer ency kit containing at least the following items: A fla hlight with extra batteries, 
warning devices such as flares or reflectiv [riang! s, jumper cables, a first-aid kit, and a celJuIar phone to iUmm n emergency 
asSIStance.
